Requirements

Exchange students who wish to participate in Master’s courses should meet (to some extent) the requirements for entering Master’s courses. This means that students should have obtained a Bachelor’s degree (3 years of Law-related studies), have sufficient English language skills and above average study results. For 2013-2014 Master’s students should submit with their application file:
·  
a copy of a Bachelor’s (or equivalent) degree or proof that the student will finalize his/her Bachelor’s degree before the start of the Exchange
·   a transcript of records with an above average score (indication: B+ or GPA of 3)
·   For non-native speakers: proof of sufficient English by means of a TOEFL test (score of at least 92) or IELTS test (score of at least 6,5). For Chinese students a NUFFIC certificate is necessary before a visa can be applied for: http://www.studyinholland.nl/practical-matters/visas-and-permits/nuffic-certificate-for-chinese-students.
Master’s or J.D. students are allowed to participate in courses at Bachelor’s level, if their home institution approves; the English courses offered at Bachelor’s level are usually given in the third year and are part of interesting minors. We strongly advise students however to double check at their home university if participation is allowed.
English taught courses

General information about the English taught courses:

· First semester       :      September 2013 –   January 2014 (please note that some lectures finish in December!)
· Second semester :      January 2014 – June 2014
· The semesters are divided into  3 periods of approximately eight weeks each.

· Some courses have a maximum amount of students that can attend. Please inform us as soon as possible which courses you would like to enrol in.
· It is possible to change, add or drop a course before the set registration deadlines. Please inform the Office of International Affairs. After the set deadlines we can make amendments but an admin fee of €25 per change is charged.
· We expect that students obtain between 24-30 ECTS per semester. There is no maximum amount of ECTS.

· Those who have academic knowledge of the Dutch language can also enrol in courses of the regular Dutch programme. Please contact the Office of International Affairs should you have any further inquiries.
